The practical 
examination for Class XII was completed on 10th of February. Since then 
preparation for the Board Examination has been going on with full 
swing with teachers revising the syllabus, conducting tests, clarifying 
doubts up to 11:30 – 12:00 midnight. The students also have shown 
great eagerness in preparing themselves for the final exam. There is a 
positive vibration & inspiration in the corridors of examination. The 
preparation for Class X has been going on very systematically and the 
students are upbeat in their approach and are quietly confident. The 
Annual Examination from LKG – VIII will go on till 8th March. All the 
children have gone through a series of revision in all subjects and I hope 
they will do very well in the exams. The annual examination for Class XI 
started from 27th February and will continue till 11th March. Revisions, 
tests, discussions of model papers have been done to make students do 
well in exams. 
 
 
The National Science Day was observed in the school on 28th February 
the day on which Sir C.V. Raman was awarded the coveted Nobel Prize in 
Physics for his outstanding work the ‘Raman Effect’. The students
